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Rector's Message 

Wondering What the Future Holds

 It is sobering, this time each year, when the National Council of Churches issues its annual report of 
membership gains and declines in North American denominations. Last year, while the Catholic Church, the Latter 
Day Saints (Mormons) and Assemblies of God increased in membership, almost all Protestant denominations, 
including the Episcopal Church, continued their decades-long decline in membership. (The Episcopal Church 
shrunk by almost 3 percent) 
 Why are churches declining? A number of reasons, not the least of which is that we live in a robustly post-
Christendom era, when fewer people profess any religious faith, when fewer people have grown up in a religious 
tradition, and  when  the  culture  around  us  avidly  encourages  us  to  spend  our  Sundays  at  many  more 
enticing occupations than sitting in a worship service. As the younger generations show less interest in church 
membership (this does NOT mean they are not spiritual or interested in God), the older generations, who grew up in 
a time when faithful church attendance was the norm, continue to pass away. 
 Today, the average Sunday attendance in an Episcopal church is 69 people. That is the average, so think how 
many tiny churches are offsetting the large urban parishes with Sunday attendance of 500 or more.  The question of 
membership decline has perplexed our church for years -- for long before the contretemps over the ordination of a 
gay bishop.   
 However, individual Episcopal churches do grow and thrive.  New parishes are planted, and take root.  A 
seminary classmate who graduated with me in the year 2000 went to southern Georgia, planted a new church, built 
a building, started a day school, and last month, his mission became a full-fledge parish.  It is far too soon to sound 
a death knell for the Episcopal Church when such things still happen. 
   So where is All Saints?  Are we on the losing or the winning side of things? This parish has had some dwindling 
days since the departure of the previous rector. Where average Sunday attendance in the early 2000s routinely 
topped 200 each week, it is now around 181.  But this is an increase from 2008, when it was 169.  All Saints is 
beginning to grow again. 
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   Kirk Hadaway, the national church's program officer for congregational research, says that congregations grow 
when they are in growing communities; have a clear mission and purpose; follow up with visitors; have strong 
leadership; and are involved in outreach and evangelism.  
   Of these factors, the only one we have no control over is that we are not in a growing community -- but the 
Lansing area is more stable than many in Michigan.  And your vestry and other parish leaders continue to work to 
focus our mission, provide strong leadership, get our new visitors involved, and build our outreach to our 
community. 
   Which brings us to evangelism, a word I would like to lay aside in favor of the term radical welcome. Radical 
welcome is a concept the vestry has been learning more about over the past year. It is not simply waiting for the 
right sort of folks to walk through our door. It is looking around our community, asking "who is NOT here?" and 
actively working to welcome them into our midst. 
   As a community of faith we need to commit ourselves every day to grow, simply for no other reason than that if 
we don't make that active commitment, we will die.  But as people of faith, we need to commit ourselves every day 
to grow because it is the gospel imperative to share the love of God and the great, loving community of All Saints 
with people who desperately need to be loved. 
   How wide can our welcome be?  Who can we welcome home into the loving embrace of the Lord and this parish? 
 
Be a Friend to an International Student  

   You are invited to become a Friendship Family under a program sponsored by Community Volunteers for 
International Programs (CVIP) to help welcome MSU’s international students into our community.   
   There are now more than 5,000 international students at MSU. Many never set foot in an American home during 
their four years here.  Much of their impression of the U.S. is based on their dorm and campus experience. 
   Friendship Family is not a home-stay program.  Typically, you will meet with your student about once a month, 
inviting him or her to your home for dinner or to go shopping, play board games, attend a concert, play or sports 
event. Celebrating holidays or birthdays together is a special experience for students giving them a first-hand 
experience of American family life and culture away from their academic work. 
   The program is very flexible, matching you whether you are single, married, with or without children.  There is 
no pre-determined amount of time you should spend with your student. You are simply asked to e-mail, call or visit 
with your student on a monthly basis so that they know that someone here cares.  It can be an incredibly lonely 
experience studying abroad without a “family.” 
   Why wait to travel to China, India or some other country abroad when you can invite an international student over 
for a simple dinner and have a chance to learn about their country, culture and language?   
   The relationships that students form with their hosts can go far toward improving how others perceive us while 
increasing our understanding of others and the world. Being a Friendship Family is a form of public diplomacy that 
can be valuable in winning the hearts and minds of people around the world in ways that military power cannot.

Wednesday Evening Lent Class: Repentance, Forgiveness and Reconciliation 

    The catechism in the back of the Prayer Book tells 
us that the vocation of a Christian is “to carry out 
Christ's work of reconciliation in the world.” But that 
is easier said than done.        
   The Lenten series this year will focus on repentance, 
forgiveness and reconciliation.  
   How can we learn to say “I'm sorry”?  
   How can we learn to say “I forgive you”?  
   How can anyone go forward in life after suffering 
insufferable wrongs?  
   The Lenten classes began Wednesday, February 24. 
Each week, we share a soup supper together at 6 p.m. 
in the Undercroft, then the sessions begin at 6:45.  
   Wednesday, March 3 – “Not in Our Name: 
Murder Victims' Families for Reconciliation” -- 
After Ron Callen's mother was murdered, Ron and his 
wife, Carolyn, began a journey ... first to spare the 
murderer from the death penalty, then to find their own 
peace of mind. Ron and Carolyn visit All Saints to 
share their powerful story with us. 
   Wednesday, March 10 -- “Six Steps Toward 
Reconciliation” -- The heart of every 12 Step program 
lies in steps 4 through 9. From making a fearless, 
searching, moral inventory of ourselves, through 
admitting the exact nature of the wrongs we have done 
to God and one other person, to asking God to remove 
shortcomings of character, to making a list of everyone 

we offended, and then making amends to those people 
(unless doing so would cause more harm), these are 
steps toward peace and sanity. This session, led by 
Steve Findley and Howard Anderson, will explain how 
it is possible to walk ... step by step ... through self-
examination, repentance, and reconciliation. 
   Wednesday, March 17 -- “Embracing Travail: 
Finding Forgiveness at the Foot of the Cross” -- Dr. 
Cynthia S.W. Crysdale, professor of ethics and 
theology at Sewanee Theological Seminary and author 
of "Embracing Travail -- Retrieving the Cross Today", 
will share her thoughts on how we find forgiveness in 
the death of Jesus on the cross. The cross is the place 
where victims and victimizers, the crucified and 
crucifiers, find reconciliation. Her lecture is sponsored 
by the Mary Sharp Sr. Speaker's Fund. 
   Wednesday, March 24 --  “The Rite and Practice 
of Reconciliation”-- The Episcopal Church offers -- as 
requested -- the sacramental rite of reconciliation, or 
personal confession to a priest. What is this ritual? Do 
people really use it? What peace do they find there? 
What happens during a confession? Why would 
anyone want to participate in this rite? The Rev. Sarah 
Midzalkowski, CMSU chaplain, takes us through the 
Prayer Book liturgy and explains its theological and 
practical meanings. 

 
The Sacrament of Reconciliation 
    “Reconciliation of a Penitent, or Penance, is the rite in which those who repent of their sins may confess them to 
God in the presence of a priest, and receive the assurance of pardon and the grace of absolution.”-The Book of 
Common Prayer, page 859. 
   Also known as Confession, this sacrament is perhaps the least understood. Why tell God something that God 
already knows . . . in the presence of another person? Because there are times in our lives when things we do (or 
don’t do) block us from growing spiritually. They stand between us and God and we can't get around them. 
Penance is a way of removing the barriers that our bad behaviors create. Someone once said, “Talking about things 
makes them real.” To do so with a person who is obligated to confidentiality -- and then hear that God loves and 
forgives us in spite of what we've done -- can be a very healing experience. It is meant to be a regular part of a 
Christian's spiritual development. 
   In the Episcopal Church, penance is not mandatory before receiving Eucharist as it is in some denominations. 
There is a simple rule that applies here: “All can, some should, none must.”  
   This sacrament will be offered in the chapel on Holy Wednesday, March 31. Pastor Kit will be available from 7 to 
9 a.m. Chaplain Sarah will be available from 5 to 7 p.m. Both clergy are also available by appointment. 
 
Baptism to be Offered April 3 and May 23 
   The sacrament of Holy Baptism will be offered at the 
Easter Vigil, held the night before Easter Day, at 8 
p.m. on Saturday, April 3.  It will also be offered at the 
regular 10 a.m. Sunday service on the Feast of 
Pentecost, Sunday, May 23.   

   If you would like to be baptized yourself, or you 
have a child to be baptized, please contact Pastor Kit 
(pastorkitcarlson@gmail.com) as soon as possible. 
 Baptism preparation classes are required for parents, 
godparents and adult candidates.
